Eitetsu “Ted” Yamaguchi, retired professor of Japanese Language and
Literature at Yale University died peacefully at his home surrounded by family
on March 10, 2021. Eitetsu was born in Okinawa, Japan in 1938. He grew up
in Naha and graduated from the University of the Ryukyus with a degree in
English. He received a PhD from a private university in Tokyo and taught at
Yale, Stanford and Princeton. Professor Yamaguchi received a Fulbright
Scholarship to Indiana University in Applied Theoretical Linguistics and was
the author of twenty-three books and numerous articles about Pre-Modern
Kingdom of the Ryukyus. After retiring from Yale, he took a position at a newly
established college in Okinawa where he was a professor of English. He
enjoyed reading, writing and spending time outdoors with family, skiing,
skating, camping and swimming. He is survived by his wife Kazuko “Kay”
Yamaguchi, his daughters Kelly Yamaguchi-Scanlon (Paul) of West Haven,
Amy Uccello (Sebastian) of Hamden, Lisa Yamaguchi of New York City, two
grandchildren, Christian and Jey Scanlon, and many relatives in Japan. A
private ceremony with family will take place at Centerville Cemetery in
Hamden, Connecticut.
