America and a Past District Master of Connecticut District # 1 VOA.

A long-time member of Our Lady of Mount Carmel Church, she found time to
support the parish as a member of the Funeral Ministry and the Social Justice
Committee.

Even though she could hardly carry a tune, Maryann shared Joe’s love of
music and supported his endeavors with the Apollo Singing Society of the
American Union of Swedish Singers. In 2002 she was awarded the Erland
Levine Award, which is given to a non-singer for her support and contributions
to the American Union.

Maryann’s favorite memories include family camping trips in the United States
and Canada, trips with her beloved Joe, family and friends to Ireland,
England, Sweden, and a month-long sabbatical to Belgium, The Gambia and
Senegal. She enjoyed reading, cooking and time spent with extended family
and friends.
